Thursday morning bright and early we hop aboard our chartered air-conditioned bus (it was 100
degrees out) and travel to our first destination on our historical journey. Our knowledgeable bus
driver was born and raised in the areas that we will see. How lucky can we be?
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Alexander Majors House Tour

We rode over to south-central KC to a spot right on the Kansas-Missouri border. We turned onto
the Missouri side to a beautiful house with a large barn and other outbuildings — the Alexander
Majors Historic Museum.

Alexander Majors, one of the three investors of the Pony Express, became a wagon shipping
magnate and was an early founder of Kansas City. Being a smart business man, he situated the
family home next to the border with the Territory of Kansas, so that
he could keep his horses, mules and other animals in the tax-free
area across the street.

In 1848 Alexander Majors started hauling overland freight on the
Santa Fe Trail. On his first trip, he set a new time record of 92 days
for the 1564 mile (2500 km) round trip. Eventually he employed
4,000 men, including a 15-year-old lad named Billy Cody, later
known as Buffalo Bill. Cody became one of his most famous Pony
Express riders. In 1853 Majors was awarded contracts to haul
supplies to United States Army posts along the Santa Fe Trail.
Majors helped establish the Kansas City stockyards, which became
a center of shipping beef to the East Coast and Midwest.

In 1854, he teamed up with William B. Waddell and William Hepburn Russell. Majors was
responsible for the freighting part of the business. Waddell was to manage the office, and Russell
was to use his Washington, DC, contacts to acquire new contracts. Waddell chose be a silent
partner, so the firm was initially called "Majors and Russell." Alexander Majors' shipping
company had a productive share of business. But in the 1850s two new partners—Russel and
Waddell—joined him in a joint firm. Along with their company, and their short-lived Pony
Express venture, these major businesses contributed significantly to the growth of Kansas City.

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Steamboat Arabia Tour and Lunch

Next we rode to downtown KC and to the Missouri River where we disembarked at the River
Market. There we found the Steamboat Arabia Museum and anything we wanted to eat after the
Museum tour.

We started our visit with a film explaining how five men and their families discovered and
recovered the hold of the Steamboat Arabia. On September 5, 1856, the Arabia hit a tree snag in
the Missouri River and immediately began to sink. Although all the passengers were able to
escape to the shore, none of the cargo in the hold did, including a donkey. After many months
of painstaking work, this largest gathering of pre-civil war artifacts was put on display in the
Steamboat Arabia Museum. Only about 55% of the cargo has been processed. So, daily, the
treasure trove which was brought up is still being prepared to be exposed to the air and find its
way into the growing museum.

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The Bingham-Waggoner Estate is probably most well-known for artist George Caleb Bingham

whose art adorns various government offices throughout the state of Missouri. This is the
background for one of his most well-known works:

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Union General Thomas Ewing, Jr. issued Order No. 11 in 1863. Ewing wanted to halt
Confederate guerrillas, so he made people move who lived beyond one mile from a Union
military post. Ewing's order affected thousands of people living in four western counties in
Missouri. Bingham believed this order to be unconstitutional. He found its harshness to be such
an outrage that he made up his mind to paint one of his most famous works and show the world
what general Ewing had done. He finished the work in 1868.

Wild Bill Hickok Parking Lot and Shops

A few blocks away was the last stop on Thursday’s tours— the Wild Bill
Hickok parking lot. Larry Tyree recounted the story that was published in the
March 2014 Scout. Sometime around 1861 on a Saturday, Wild Bill was
present to stop a mob of people intent on lynching a local bartender who had
defended himself from a drunken cowboy. A barmaid stuck her head out of a
window and yelled “You tell ‘em Wild Bill”...supposedly the first time that
the moniker became well known.

Pony Express Museum — St. Joseph Missouri

On Friday we journeyed to St. Joseph, Missouri. Our
driver was of course familiar with this city also,
having been there many times. The Pony Express
started in the spring of 1860 to quickly deliver mail
along a two-thousand- mile route between St. Joseph,
Missouri, and Sacramento, California. We learned of
the importance of the Pony Express in the life of a
young Billy Cody, who was hired as a relay rider at
the age of 15.

Right is a depiction of the moment of the start of the
Pony Express. Note the special lightweight saddle
overlay designed to carry mail called a “mochila.” It
had four hard leather boxes to carry mail and could
quickly be transferred to another horse.

Omohundro showcased at the Pony
Express Museum along with Buffalo
Bill, Wild Bill Hickok, and Ned
Buntline in the now famous photos.
The Buffalo Bill show toured St.
Joseph beginning in 1877 as
“Buffalo Bill’s Combination” acting
troop performing at the Tootle
Opera House, which is still standing
in St. Joseph.

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Patee House Museum
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A four minute walk up the hill from the Pony Express Museum was the Patee House Museum,
which revealed a place like no other. Built in 1858 as a 140-room luxury hotel, it was filled with
innovations and was considered one of the finest and best-know hotels west of the Mississippi
River. It is here that Russell, Majors and Waddell set up the headquarters for the Pony Express
in 1860, and the riders were housed here.

It is
through these doors that Pony Express
horse and rider would enter (yes, the
horse, too!) and receive their mail
pouch and off they’d go!

Below—The chandelier above the hotel
registration desk came from the Tootle
Opera House that opened in 1873 at
Fifth and Francis Streets. Made of
brass, it was both gas and electric with
six gas lights held by brass lions and an
electric switch the ignited the lights.
“People would get there early for a
show, just to see the lights turned on”
according to Gary Chilcote, executive
director of the museum. It was in
Tootle Opera House that “Buffalo
Bill’s Combination” acting troop
performed in 1877.

Jesse James Home and Museum

Right behind the Patee House is the home of notorious outlaw, Jesse James, in which he was shot
and killed on 3 April 1882 by gang member, Bob Ford. Jesse was 34 years old and was living
with his wife, children and mother under the assumed name of Tom Howard. In addition to the
place of his demise, we saw artifacts from his grave and information about DNA results that
showed 99.7% certainty that the man buried in his grave was, in fact, Jesse James. This modest
home was relocated in 1939 from its original location two blocks away to be nearer the Patee
House. Jesse and his family were southern sympathizers during the Civil War, and he rode with
“Bloody Bill” Anderson’s Missouri bushwhackers as a teenager.

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Minutes of the 2016 Texas Jack Association
Business Meeting

The 2016 Texas Jack Association business meeting was called to order by President Mary
Golladay on Saturday, June 25, 2016, at 10:13 A.M.

There were 23 people present.

Mark Greene thanked Larry and Rene Tyree and Peggy Greene for planning and putting together
the Roundup and also praised the success of the Roundup and the many opportunities in Kansas
City for learning about Western history.

Mary distributed copies of the minutes from the 2014 business meeting to be read individually.
The only correction found to be made was grammatical. Approval of minutes was moved,
seconded, voted on and accepted.

Rick Omohundro gave the treasurer’s report. The balance at the end of 2015 was $8964.80. As
of June 25, 2016, the balance was $10,213. This did not include most of the Roundup expenses.
The 2014 Roundup was $255.96 in the black, thanks to Mary’s frugal planning.

The bus driver’s tip was not included in what he was paid. Several individuals tipped him. Kitty
Pelkin collected more tips from members at the meeting.

Actual totals are more because the “family” category is not singular.

Two of the honorary members, Julie Greene and Edna Nees, are at the Roundup. Since 1998,
Edna has attended 15 Roundups in a row.

Rene moved that the Treasurer’s report be accepted, Larry seconded, we voted and approved.
Old Business
Linda brought up some questions about items in the minutes.

e There was much discussion by email after the 2014 roundup since Silas and his headstone
was a family matter, not a TJA matter. The outcome was that TJA should not be involved
in any way. Since it was in the minutes, Edna gave us an update. The stone was
purchased by voluntary funds, and set in place.

e Guest Editors—one Scout issue it was unclear who the Guest Editor was. Two issues, the
Guest Editor could not do it due to emergency circumstances. Thankfully, John

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Omohundro (NY) and Larry came through with articles for two of the issues and Linda
took care of the rest. She would like a “bank”™ of articles to have for these times.
e Other questions will be answered in the website and Facebook discussions.
Rene began the discussion of revamping the website to attract the attention of Millennials. They
want things to be fun and exciting, and they need to be able to do things like sign up and pay
immediately. Following is a summary of the discussion led by Rene, Carole Brown, and Peggy:

Create a way to display Scouts online in a password protected member only area.
Upload Scouts.

Make Scouts and Scout content searchable.

Find an inexpensive way to allow online membership registration and payment.

Same for Roundup registration.

Connect online membership registration/payment to both website and Facebook.

Work with Carole to build an Instagram site.

Rework membership page to explain that membership gets online access to Scouts along
with other privileges.

Provide for sign up for PDF email version to replace paper version of Scout, to be started
at new membership cycle. Rick will send out the PDFs.

New Business

Regarding Millennials and GenX, Larry remarked that they need to be reached in order to keep
the TJA alive. They need initial involvement as soon as they become members. They like to
communicate with their devices, definitely not by direct mail. Melisa Brown suggested that
there needs to be Millennial oriented activities at the Roundups and they should be in interesting
cities.

Peggy said that we need to broaden our outreach and not always go to places where Texas Jack
went. The mission statement also emphasizes the West. Karl Pelkin and Rick said locations
where Texas Jack and/or Buffalo Bill appeared on stage could include a world of entertainment
that had not been considered. Also any Civil War area may be considered.

Melisa and Marshall Brown will start a team to market the TJA to Millennials. Larry will write
the job description. Larry moved to develop the team, Peggy seconded, and it was approved.

Rene said that we need to invest funds to boost the TJA on Facebook. There is a lot of new
information on the West coming on the Internet, which can be put on Facebook as a link to click
on.

An ad will allow you to target your audience. $20 can get you 15,000 views. A budget needs to
be set up for ads. In the ad we should use “call to action” language. People must be able to fill
out and pay online, which Rick and Rene can set up. Peggy made the motion use $1200 per year
for ads and evaluate after one year using membership increase and impressions as criteria.
Melisa seconded, and it was approved.

THE TRAIL OF MOXLEY

Genealogy records tell us that in the year 1659, in the American colony of Virginia, the first
known Richard (b.1639) Omohundro married Ann (b.1643) Moxley and the American
Omohundro family began.

Fast-forward 357 years to the year 2016, T.J.A. Roundup in Independence, MO, and we hear
many ancestral names mentioned. The name Moxley catches our attention and we looked at
each other and said “nah it’s not possible.” Yeah folks it is possible, and that small world is right
here in Portage, MI, in our condo community with neighbors of two years, Thomas & Mary Jo
Moxley.

Tom, a casual genealogist had the answer at his finger tips and confirmed that Mike and he are
indeed cousins. All of you, too, who are related to Texas Jack! Tom has done DNA testing and
perhaps Mike should also.

Pony Express National Museum

This visit was an interesting piece of western history. The museum is located in St. Joseph,
Missouri. It is also known as Pony Express Headquarters which honors the memory and houses
artifacts and reproductions of pony express memorabilia. It is housed in the actual part of the
stables from which the pony express riders stayed and began their journey.

The pony express ran for a short 19 months from 1860-1861. It officially started as a privately
owned company founded by three men. William Russell, Alexander Majors and William
Waddell who were stage coach operators and owners of a pioneer freight business.
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Pony Express help wanted posters were distributed and the riders that were hired had to sign
an oath on behalf of their employer’s pledging their faithfulness in fulfilling their Pony Express
engagement.

The express horses were carefully selected and
purchased and had to be able to out run the fast ponies
of hostile Indians. These horses were fed and housed
with conscientious care. They used Mustangs and
Morgan horses which are known for their versatility
and strength. These breeds, along with pintos and
thoroughbreds, were the animals of choice for the Pony
Express.

The express ran through the great plains, over the
Rocky Mountains, and over the Sierra Nevada’s to
Sacramento. Transporting mail, messages and small
packages in the saddle bags of pony expressers in as
little as 10 days. Starting this business was able to tie
California to the rest of the United States until the
telegraph was invented. Carole Brown
